The Erasmus Student Network (ESN) organises 
many low-cost events and trips for international 
students. The Student Association also offers a 
wide range of social events and sport activities.

Financial support
Students from European partner universities are 
entitled to a mobility grant funded by the Swiss 
European Mobility Programme. Students from 
partner universities outside of the EU can apply 
to HTW Chur for a mobility grant.
